
The Penitentiary Ten takes a fresh look at a key moment in British criminal justice
history: the eighty-year period after 1770 which saw the emergence of a new 
conception of the Prison as a privileged site of punishment and reform. The book 
examines the contribution of ten men and women—the “Penitentiary Ten” of the 
title—to the wide-ranging debates of these years.
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
